British admission procedures

Students are admitted to British Universities largely on the basis of their performance
in the examinations for the General Certificate of Education

A . The selection procedures rather complicated. A student
who wants to go to university applies for admission before he takes his advanced level
examinations. First of all he must write to the Universities Central on Admissions and
they send him a form which he has to complete. On this form he has to write down the
names of six universities in order preference. He may put down only two or three
names stating that B he could be willing to go to any
other. This form together with an account C and two
references, one of which must be from the headteacher of his school is then sent back
to the UCCA. The UCCA sends photocopies D
Each applicant is first considered by the university admission board. In some cases the
board sends the applicant refusal.
