«blue Dancers»
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This is a picture of the French impressionist painter  Edgar Degas, written in 1897. Stored in the Museum of Fine Arts named after AS Pushkin in Moscow.
The product belongs to the late stage of works by Edgar Degas, when his eyesight weakened and he began to run large color spots, giving priority to the organization decorative surface of picture. Topic of dancers was very close to the artist and was repeated several times in pastels, oil painting and drawing. According to some critics, the beauty of color harmony and compositional pattern "Blue Dancers" can be regarded as the best embodiment of the subject in Degas, who made ​​this film a limiting wealth texture and color combinations.
In "Blue Dancers" by Degas, E. iridescent shimmer very pure tones is a melody of dance, this canvas embodies complete freedom and ease of composition.
"Blue Dancers" written in pastel, E. Degas pastel loved, since the work of its color and line were united. Four dancers in the film form a whole, its plastic conveying the idea of ​​a harmonious, cohesive and growing movement. Depicted here is the moment of the dance rehearsal, or, perhaps, on the canvas captures the figure of the same dancers, but in different corners? Most likely the viewer will not go into details, because it enchant glow blue - the saturated shades of blue, then rolling into emerald. Shine and shimmer gas skirts, bodices, and glittering in the ballerina in her hair green, blue and red ribbons, easily touch the floor legs in pink ballet slippers.
